museum.  The Museum of Mobile located in Mobile, Alabama is currently working on a display that     
focuses on the history of the metal casting process in the US and the usage of castings, particularly cast iron, 
throughout the city of Mobile.   
 
Researchers at the museum found our website and contacted 
CFHI because of our expertise in the field.  CFHI staff worked 
with them in order to create an accurate and complete display.   
 
CFHI provided The Museum of Mobile with information, 
video footage, and photographs of the history and develop-
ment of the metal casting process. 
 
            The Museum of Mobile is located in a historic building 
that was originally built between 1855 and 1857.  Designed in 
the Italianate style of architecture, the building was used for the 
city market and housed the departments of city government.   
 
            The Museum of Mobile credited CFHI for its contribution by including placards in the display.  This 
collaborative effort  allowed CFHI to continue preserving the history of our industry and open public  
awareness to the many contributions California foundries have made to develop and strengthen the US.
